Procedures for the Beginning and End of the Day

Children will enter school at 8:55. Years 3 and 4 children will enter and exit first from the main school gate, followed by Years 5 and 6. Reception children will enter first from the front visitors gate followed by Years one and 2. On exit, Nursery and reception children will leave first, followed by Years 1 and 2. Staff will not hand over older siblings until younger siblings have been collected.
Covid-19

 With positive COVID cases on the rise in Flintshire, the most effective way to prevent transmission is to stop the infection being brought in to school. Staff and pupils should not attend school if they have any COVID-19 symptoms.

As a reminder, the three main symptoms of COVID-19 to be aware of are;

If your child develops one of these symptoms they should follow the self -isolation guidance and you should apply for a coronavirus test.
