News: Self Isolation

As previously posted on the website, from Friday 28th January, the legally required isolation period in Wales for all those who test positive for COVID-19, including children, will be reduced from seven full days to five. The first full day of isolation is the day after the onset of symptoms or the day after a positive test, if a person is asymptomatic. To reduce the risk of people leaving isolation whilst still infectious, people will be strongly advised to start taking lateral flow tests on day five and to remain in isolation until they have had two consecutive negative results, 24 hours apart. The earliest a person will be able to leave isolation would be on day 6 after a second lateral flow test.
