Return to School after Half Term
The following core measures remain in place;
All staff and pupils must follow the Welsh Government Guidance for self -isolation.
Staff will continue to LFT twice weekly.

Staff and pupils should not attend school if they have any COVID-19 symptoms.

As a reminder, the three main symptoms of COVID-19 to be aware of are;

· a new continuous cough

· fever or high temperature

· loss of, or change in, sense of smell or taste

If your child develops one of these symptoms they should follow the self-isolation guidance and you should apply for a coronavirus test.

Staff and pupils will continue to wash hands regularly.
Face masks may be worn by staff and visitors when moving around communal areas.
Appropriate cleaning and ventilation measures are in place. CO2 monitors are located in all classrooms.
Outdoor space is utilized as much as possible.
Where a staff member or learner becomes unwell at the school, with possible symptoms of COVID-19 they will be sent home immediately to self- isolate and are advised to book a PCR test.
Training Day Polite Reminder

Entry and Exit from School
School will open at 8:55 and close at 3:15.

Years 3 and 4 will enter the car park gate first, followed by Years 5 and 6.
