Who Can Attend Cool Kidz Club?

• Children aged 3 to 11 years
•

• Children attending Brynford School or other local 
schools only for holiday club (subject to our 

Admissions Policy)
•

• A maximum of 24 children per session

We make every effort to accommodate children with 
special needs and offer a flexible care structure, 

guided by the interests and needs of the children.

Our staff-to-child ratio is 1:8, with at least two staff 
members present at all times. At least one staff 

member will hold Level 3 or above qualifications and 
will be trained in First Aid and Food Hygiene.

Club Facilities
The club operates within Brynford School, 

primarily using the school hall, with the option to 
access classrooms when needed.

Children also benefit from access to the outdoor 
field, playground, and all-weather court.

Collection and Snacks
Children attending the after-school club will be 

collected by staff and signed in until picked up by 
a parent or guardian.

Light, nutritious snacks are provided and drinks 
are available at all times.

During holiday club:

Breakfast and a light, nutritious snack are 
provided daily.

Children should bring a packed lunch, as we do 
not provide a main meal.

Club Activities

At Cool Kidz Club, we offer a programme of activities 
that is:

Fun, educational, stimulating, and engaging for all 
children.

Designed to support social, physical, moral, and 
intellectual development.

Activities include:

A quiet corner for reading and rest
