CLUBS AFTER HALF TERM

This week the school marked Safer Internet Day, with 
a focus on Artificial Intelligence and online safety 
across all classes. Reception explored voice assistants, 
discussing what humans can do and what technology can 
do. Class 1 took part in a live lesson about AI and 
explored their digital footprint. Classes 2 and 3 also 
joined a live lesson, where they created their own AI 
tool.
Mrs. Lloyd also held an assembly exploring how AI is 
used in everyday life, different careers and keeping 
ourselves safe using AI, while reinforcing the important 
message that AI can make mistakes and is not always 
correct.
Mrs. Lloyd has also shared daily posts on the website 
throughout the week, providing information and useful 
links to support parents and carers to help keep 
children safe online.
